Expunctions
The following is a list of agencies normally involved in the expunction process.  The petition should include both the physical or mailing address and the e-mail address for each agency.
This list is not all-inclusive. Any outside agency that has available or published information concerning the charge or arrest should be included.
There is a $25 fee for each agency included in the petition that does not have an email address to cover the cost of certified mail to transmit the application, notice, and final order. Duplicate agencies will not be notified.
DO NOT include agencies in your petition that do not have records related to the case.
The initial filing fee is $350.00.
